Admissions Requirements
The Office of Admissions & Financial Aid receives all applications for admission to graduate study.
Each applicant must meet the following minimum criteria:
v An undergraduate cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.7 on a 4.0 scale
v A minimum GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale in a master’s degree program in counseling or related
field (For Add-On Programs Only)
v A Standardized Test (Either the GRE or the MAT)
v GRE Test Score: 950 Minimum Combined Verbal and Quantitative Score
450 Minimum on the Verbal Section
3.0 Minimum on the Analytical Writing Sample OR
Miller Analogies Test Score of 390 or above
v Writing Sample articulating your reasons for pursuing a masters in counseling
Three Recommendations (detailed information and forms provided in the application packet)
v An interview with the program director may be required.
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Highlights of the Program
¢ All courses are taught in the evening for the convenience of working students.

¢ The program includes an individually-designed capstone project which will include the submission of a
web portfolio.
